What good news are you bearing? What good news is God telling through your life? What do you still need in order to cross the threshold from recognizing what God has brought to birth in you to believing that good news out loud? Who do you still need?

I hope you’ll spend some time prayerfully marinating in these questions that will help us move into the summer months ahead in a way that brings even more good news into our lives.
